Chundu Island, Zambezi National Park

Day ltinerary

Upon arrival into Victoria Falls Airport proceed to Customs and Immigration (please let us know your
nationality and we will advise visa fees accordingly). From there you collect your luggage and head to the
outside of the Terminal building where you will be met by a representative from Wild Horizons for your
shared road fransfer to the Jetty for fransfer to Chundu Island lodge, spending two nights on a fully inclusive
basis (Activities are shared with other guests).

Zambezi National Park is a National Park located upstream, just 5km from Victoria Falls on the Zambezi River
in Zimbabwe and comprises 40km of Zambezi River frontage. It was split off from Victoria Falls National Park

in 1979 and is 56,000 hectares (140,000 acres) in size. The park is bisected by a road to Kazungula, dividing it
info ariverine side and a Chamabondo Vlei side. Most of the park is within the ecoregion of Zambezian and

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Mopane woodlands, while a small portion in the south is within the Zambezian Baikicea woodlands.

The Zambezi National Park plays host to a wide variety of larger mammals including African elephant, lion,
Cape buffalo and leopard. In addition to these charismatic members of the "big 5" there are herds of sable
antelope, common eland, common zebra, Southern giraffe, greater kudu, waterbuck and impala. In
addition, many species of smaller wildlife can be seen here.

Chundu Island is a 1.4km long island on the mighty Zambezi River, only 21km from Victoria Falls in Zimbabwe
and located within the Zambezi National Park.

Accommodation consists of eight spacious rooms, constructed on raised wooden decks, and clad with a
double wall of canvas and generous windows, ensuring panoramic views. Each room has a walk-in wardrobe,
ensuite bathroom and an outdoor shower with ariver-view, a private deck with daybed, a fan and table and
chairs. Chundu has é Riverview rooms and 2 family suites.

The main area boasts a lounge, with its bar, wine cellar, fireplace and sprawling deck perfectly situated fo
view the sun setting over the Zambezi and is the ideal place to end the day. Meals are served in the lodge’s
dining area and guests can relax at the swimming pool, while looking out for wild life on the banks of the river.

Activities offered at Chundu include walking safaris within the Park, island walks, canoeing on the Zambezi
River, sunset boaf cruises, leisure fishing, and game drives in the National park.

Day 3-5
Kala Camp, Okavango Panhandle

Day Itinerary

Following breckfast and a possible morning activity, you will cross border road transfer to Kasane Airport,
where you will be assisted by a porter with check in for your light aircraft transfer flight to Jedibe Airstrip for
Kala camp.

Here you spend two nights on a fully inclusive basis (Activities are shared with other guests).

Please note that the flight is booked on a ‘seat rate’ basis and therefore flight tfimes are not scheduled until

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the day prior to flying, lodge managers will arrange your activities and transfers accordingly. Please note
that there is a strict luggage restriction on all light aircraft flights of 15kg per person in soft bags, plus hand

luggage.
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OKAVANGO PANHANDLE

Before the Okavango River fans out into its familiar delta shape, its waters are channeled between steep
banks created by parallel fault lines. This channel is commonly known as the Pan Handle, named as such as
the Delta takes on the appearance of a giant frying pan lying in the heat of the Kalahari.

Permanent deep water has encouraged the growth of villages along the river, particularly on the western
side which is accessed by a tarred road. The communities up in this area are mainly fishing based or cattle
farming and there are opportunities for some colourful encounters with the locals and the area offers a true
glimpse of village life, often not seen in Botswana as guests often only visit the uninhabited wildlife areas.

The Panhandle area is not within a protected reserve or park, but there are sfill huge areas of unspoiled
wetlands and a number of well-established lodges on the western side. The wetlands offer exquisite birdlife ,
a huge population of hippos and some of the largest crocodiles to be found. The general wildlife common
in the lower delta is less abundant in this area. The focus of activities in the area are water based -
motorboating and fishing, and it is possible to tfravel by road or boat to the eastern side of the river where
there are community based mokoro excursions offered. The Pan Handle area is also in proximity to the world
heritage site of Tsodilo Hills. Being the spiritual home of the San and Bantu people, the hills feature many well
preserved specimens of 'rock art' and there is a small museum where it is possible to hire a local guide for a
personal tour of the area. The annual barbell run of catfish ( September/October) attract hunting tiger fish in
large numbers and is the best time for serous anglers to experience this fascinating phenomenon and catch
this awesome predatory game fish.

Activities: game drives (offered all year round but during high water months the game drives will be shorter
and focus will be on boating and mokoros), bush walks, boat safaris and mokoro excursions (May-
September and water level dependent)

Enjoying an idyllic island setting on a 50,000-hectare private concession in the Okavango Delta’s Panhandle
region, Kala Camp offers an exclusive, mainly water-based safari experience.

This small and intimate camp offers é classic meru-tents built on wooden decks overlooking a beautiful palm
island. Each ensuite tent has its own veranda from which guests can enjoy a breath-taking view over the
surrounding floodplains.

Kala's main area includes a dining area, and a boma with fireplace. Kala Camp has a well shaded
relaxation area and swimming pool.

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At Kala activities are focused on boating and mokoro trips, when water levels high (during the winter
months usually between May and October). Game drives are available all year round but limited when
water levels are too high.

Little Sable, Khwai Private Reserve

Day Itinerary

Following breakfast and a possible morning activity (flight time permitting) you have a light aircraft tfransfer
flight to Khwai Private Airstrip for Little Sable Camp where you spend three nights on a fully inclusive basis
(Activities are shared with other guests).

KHWAI PRIVATE RESERVE

The Khwai Private Reserve is a private concession north of the Khwai river, west of the Chobe NP, east of the
private Delta concessions and south of the Selinda. The massive Khwai Private reserve is a joint venture
partnership with the local community and offers luxury safaris with all the perks of being a private
concession such as night drives, off-roading and walking. The huge concession is relatively empty with only
a handful of lodges operating within its boundaries. Its size ensures a large diversity of habitats and
ecosystems ranging from riverine forests to large mopane woodland, open savannah and seasonally
inundated floodplains. Also due to ifs size game is not as concentrated as the Khwai Community area but
rather spread out among the different habitats. The area is known for its large herds of rare sable and roan
antelope, lechwe, multiple other species of plains game as well as the always accompanying predators
such as lion, leopard and wild dog.

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Little Sable is in the heart of the 200,000ha Khwai Private Reserve, on the northern edge of the Okavango
Delta. Khwai is comprised of multiple ecosystems in which a great variety of wildlife thrives, making it one of
Bofswana's most desirable wilderness regions to explore. The camp has exceptional views of the remarkable
surrounding landscape.

The camp offers eight traditional style tents on raised wooden platforms, each with a private viewing deck.
Each tent has an en-suite bathroom with shower and toilet and a fitted outside shower.

The central camp facilities are comprised of the dining, lounge and bar areas. An additional lounge area
leads to a central firepit, both being ideal relaxation spaces. The pool area offers guests the perfect game-
viewing platform and photogenic opporfunities.

The reserve is carefully managed to maintain a fruly pristine, natural environment with minimal impact from
safari activities. Healthy populations of large game species such as elephant, buffalo and giraffe inhabit the
reserve along with many antelope. Top predators might be glimpsed and bird life is prolific.

Day 8-11
Deception Valley Lodge, Deception Valley Private Reserve

Day ltinerary

Following breakfast and a possible morning activity (flight fime permitting) you have a light aircraft transfer
flight to Deception Valley Airstrip for Deception Valley Lodge where you spend three nights on a fully
inclusive basis (Activities are shared with other guests).

DECEPTION VALLEY PRIVATE RESERVE

The Deception Valley Private Reserve provides a soft infroduction to the harsh expanses of the Cenftral
Kalahari Game Reserve next door. This is also one of the best places in Botswana to get a glimpse into the
hunter-gatherer lifestyle of the San people, who have survived in the arid desert for tens of thousands of
years.

This private reserve contains desert-adapted wildlife from giraffes to ostriches, gemsbok and springbok. Ease
of access, together with high chances of finding black-maned Kalahari lions during the winter months are
key draw cards for heading out on safari here.
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Unlike other desert safaris in Botswana, you won't be restricted by national park rules here. The freedom to
look for nocturnal desert creatures on a night drive, sit out in a hide to soak up the sightings or to explore the
bush on foot is what makes this area unique.

Despite the fences, big predators such as lion, leopard and cheetah move in and out of the concessions
throughout the year. During the dry winter months, the big cafts often prefer the easy access to water at the
pumped waterholes here over the Central Kalahari itself.

When you're done with the typical safari routine, head out into the desert with the San bushmen. Watch in
awe as these traditional hunter-gatherers pull food, water and tools for survival out of the sand in front of
your eyes.

For self-drivers, the Deception Valley Private Reserve provides an ideal stop for experiencing the desert
without the risks of heading into the vast Central Kalahari hundreds of miles from the nearest creature
comforts and assistance.

Overnight: Deception Valley Lodge View iBrochure

Activities: day & night game drives and bushwalks

Situated on the northern edge of the cenfral Kalahari Game Reserve in a private reserve, Deception Valley
Lodge provides a unique experience for those who wish to soak up the frue atmosphere of the bush in one
of Africa’s remote semi-desert areas where Bushmen once roamed. The Bushman experience is a highlight
at this safari lodge.

Deception Valley Lodge accommodates up fo sixteen people in six chalets and one family suite with two
en-suite bedrooms, a large terrace and a private pool. Each unit offers an en-suite Victorian-style bathroom,
an outside shower and a private spacious lounge. All units are fitted with ceiling fans and mosquito nets. The
chalets are connected with the main lodge by wooden walkways.

The main complex boasts a dining room, lounge and bar area decorated in warm Kalahari colours and @
large deck from which guests have an amazing view over the waterhole which frequently gets visited by a
variety of animals. Guests can exercise in the lodge’s very own gym or relax by the swimming-pool. A curio
shop completes the offer.

Activities at the lodge are undertaken in the Kalahari Private Reserve and include game drives in open 4x4
safari vehicles (with trackers), night drives in the reserve, bird watching and guided game walks with
experienced guides. The Kalahari Desert is a harsh environment where water supplies are limited and the
wildlife has adapted accordingly.

* For your safety and peace of mind, on confirmation of your booking, we strongly recommend that Travel
Insurance is arranged to cover cancellation, curtaiiment, emergency evacuation, medical and repatriation
expenses, damage/theft/loss of personal luggage, money and goods.

* Road and air transfers and activities are quoted on a seat basis (shared) unless otherwise requested or
specified. Passengers may have various stops en-route to a destination. The transfer or charter company
reserves the right to specify departure and arrival fimes. Private charters and airport assistance from arrival
to departure can be requested at an additional cost.

¢ Passengers exceeding 100kg are kindly asked to notify us at the time of booking as a surcharge may be
applicable on internal flights due to smaller aircraft having strict weight limits in compliance with industry
safety regulations.

e The costs are subject to change at any time due to fluctuations in fuel costs, taxes, levies, government
regulations, rate of exchange and factors that are imposed upon us by our suppliers that are beyond or
control.

¢ Please advise us of the ages of children (under 18) travelling, tfogether with their date of birth, at the time
of booking as not all lodges accept children and there may be restrictions or conditions which can affect
pricing.

¢ Please allow a minimum 2-3 hours connection time in Johannesburg for international flights. It is important
that you check that your flight tickets have been issued in your full names as per your passport. Ensure that
your luggage is checked through to your final destination to avoid the need to collect and recheck it
during transit, such as at OR Tambo International Airport

* We require full payment for international and domestic scheduled flights at the time of confirmation e.g
Airlink JNB/MUB, Proflight LIV/LUN within Zambia. We are not able to guarantee any flights before receipt of
payment as seats are often held for a limited period before ticketing is required so this is a fime sensitive
issue. Air tickets are considered non refundable unless otherwise specified. Please confirm the details with
your consultant at the time of booking.

Passports, Visas and Travel Documentation

Your passport must have at least 6 months validity before the expiry date and 6 empty pages (not including
the endorsement pages). The onus is upon the guests to ensure that passports and visas are valid for the
countries visited. Please note that certain visas can take up to 3 months to be processed so please consider
this when booking.

If you are travelling with children through Southern Africa, please be aware that you will be required to have
certified copies of their unabridged birth cerfificates, and passports on hand. If you are not their legal
parents, or if only one of you is tfravelling — you will need to have consent in the form of an affidavit giving
you permission to fravel with the child.
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Inter-camp transfers
Due to the remote locations of the areas in Southern Africa - your itinerary may include road, boat,
helicopter and air transfers in small aircraft.

On shared air transfers, all the flight times between lodges are arranged a few days before the flights take
place to avoid endless schedule changes. The lodge or camp where you are staying will be advised of your
departure time the day before travel and will ensure that you are at the airstrip on time. Although every
effort will be made to ensure that guests are tfransferred together in one vehicle / aircraft, this cannot be
guaranteed, especially with larger groups. The aircraft used for inter-camp transfers vary in size from 3-, 5-, 7-
and 12-seater aircraft. We recommend that guests susceptible to motion sickness take appropriate
precautions due to flying conditions.

Weight & Luggage Restrictions

There are strict luggage restrictions in place on any itinerary, which includes light aircraft transfers for safety
reasons. Luggage, including camera equipment and hand luggage, is restricted to 20 kg per person
travelling on seat rates. Only soft bags will be accepted - no hard suitcases or bags with rigid frames can be
transported, as they physically cannot fit into the aircraft.

The maximum dimensions of the soft bags that can be accommodated are as follows: 25cm/10 inches wide
x 30cm/11 inches high and 62cm/24 inches long. Please keep in mind that the baggage compartments on
the light aircraft are only 25cm high, so the pilots must have the ability to manipulate the bag into the
compartment. Note that laundry can be done on a daily basis at most camps and lodges and they also
offer amenities (shower gel/shampoo).

Should you arrive with excess baggage without prior warning, your baggage could be delayed, as we may
have to fly the baggage into camp at a later stage at considerable exira cost to you. However, should you
notify us in advance that your baggage will exceed the limit; we may be able to assist you with alternative
arrangements e.g. storage or purchase of additional luggage allowance.

For bookings including flights within Zambia & Mozambique, please note luggage weight exceptions under
destination information.

Lost Luggage

Lost luggage on international flights is a common problem facing travellers today. We suggest that you
pack a small bag with your essentials, including any life sustaining medication, which can be carried with
you as hand luggage. If travelling as a couple or family we suggest that you split your clothing between
bags so that if one bag gets lost, you will have basic items on hand to see you through the first couple of
days while we try and recover your lost baggage.

Please note that whilst we try our utmost to locate and re-unite you with your bags, that there may be
charges involved in getting your bags to remote areas, which would be for your cost. Please remember to
report the lost luggage to the airline as soon as you make the discovery - the airline will issue you with a
Baggage Claim Form, which you will need in order for us to frace the bag.

Health and Dietary
Please note that you are travelling to a Malaria-risk area. Please consult your doctor for medical advice
prior to travel.

Although usually safe to drink, we do not recommend that you drink the tap water. Filtered water is
available at the camps and lodges.

The camps are remote, with limited power supply and access to resources, so it is very important to notify us
in advance of any special dietary requirements, medical conditions and medical equipment you may need
with you. Please carry critical medication in your hand luggage.
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Yellow Fever Certificates - are only required if you have travelled to a Yellow Fever area as designated by
the World Health Organisation. Please check with your Travel Clinic or doctor well in advance of your
departure date.

General Travel Information
e Safari Camps and lodges offer limited electricity usually generated by solar or generator in order to make
provision for charging cameras and electronic devices.

* Please ensure that you do not pack any valuables, cameras, cash, laptops travel documents and
medication in your checked in luggage — these should be kept on your person at all fimes.

* Please notify us immediately of any changes to flight arrival and departure details as this affects onward
fransfer arrangements.

¢ Please note that most camps & lodges in Botswana do not have double beds. Twin beds are pushed
together to make up a double room.

¢ Although every effort is made to adhere to schedules the company reserves the right and in fact is
obliged to occasionally change routes and camps on safaris as dictated by changing conditions or
unforeseen circumstances.

¢ By confirmation of the booking, you acknowledge that you have been made aware and accept that the
tour carries inherent risks, and that you voluntarily assume all risks which are associated with the tour. You will
be required to sign indemnities at the various camps, lodges and service providers, and abide by their
operators’ code of conduct in order to ensure your safety.

¢ If you have any cause for complaint while fravelling, you should immediately bring it to the attention of
the camp manager and / or our Maun office that will attempt to resolve the situation immediately.

¢ Do not remove any animal artefacts, flora or fauna from any of the areas you visit, as there are strict
international regulations on the export of such items.

ZIMBABWE

Currency

From June 2019 the Zimbabwean Dollar (Z$) was reinstated as the official currency of Zimbabwe. However, for
tourism purposes, cash in US Dollars is generally the accepted currency. US$ Dollar notes (2007 Series onwards),
and Visa and MasterCard are accepted. Always have enough US$ cash available in smaller denominations in the
event where ATM's and Credit Card facilities are not operational.

Visa

Fees for Visitors to Zimbabwe who are eligible to receive their visa on enfry

Europe and USA: US$ 30.00 for single entry/ US$ 45.00 for double entry.

UK & Ireland: US$ 55.00 for single entry/ US$ 70.00 for double entry.

Canada: US$ 75.00 for single entry/ double entry to be obtained from local embassy prior to travel

Some visitors need to apply for visas before arrival - please check with your Embassy, Zimbabwe Government Visa
Requirements. ALWAYS have cash available in the correct US$ amount at ALL ports of entry.

All fravelers entering Zimbabwe are required to complete the Zimbabwe arrival form online the day before arrival.

Internal Flights and Transfers
Due to the remote areas the camps and lodges are based in, transfers between camps may take place by boat,
frain, game drive vehicle or light aircraft.

Road transfers to and from Hwange Safari Lodge/ Hwange Main Camp have scheduled departure times, any
fransfer outside these times will attract a surcharge.

Departure Taxes

International departure taxes are included in the scheduled flight rates. However light aircraft fransfers from
Victoria Falls Airport to Livingstone or Kasane require an International Departure tax of US$35 per person & AIDF
Levy of US$15 = US$50 per person to be paid in cash.

Domestic departure taxes are payable in cash at the airport, for any flights departing internally from any
registered, manned airport. These include Harare, Bulawayo, Kariba, Hwange and Victoria Falls Airport. The
amount is US$10 departure tax + US$5 AIDF Levy = US$15 per person. We recommend small denominations for
easier and quicker fransactions as change is not always available. Traveller's cheques and credit cards are NOT
accepted.

Flight times around Botswana | Approximate flying times
